Day 5 - Ganges Morning Magic – A Photographer’s Dream

rituals. Later, join a photo walk through winding alleys, documenting everyday life, sacred
shrines, and surreal scenes. In the evening, photograph the Ganga Aarti—a spiritual

Day 6 - Sarnath & Sacred Stillness – Buddhist Heritage Shots

Travel to Sarnath, where Buddha gave his first sermon. The peaceful ruins and stupas
provide a calm, contrasting backdrop perfect for minimalist or meditative photography.
Return to Varanasi for a free evening or a second photo walk exploring life by the river.
